CATEGORIES

You must have an entry for EACH of the five categories
* News (a planned or unplanned event) * Multiple Picture Story or Series (any story
® Sports (action or feature) or set of related photos, including sports.
¢ Feature Single (a found situation or illustration) Limit: 10 photos. See more information
* Portrait/Personality (an interesting picture of a person) under “Rules” below)

ELIGIBILITY

* The contest is only open to students currently enrolled in a degree-seeking program. Part-time (6-9
units per semester) or full-time students either at community college or a four-year school, public or
private, are eligible.

¢ Grad students are only able to win first place once. Undergrad students can win first place twice.
This is to spread the prizes among a larger group of students

* Membership in the Press Photographers Association of Greater Los Angeles is required.

RULES

¢ All photographs must have been shot between January 1, 2023, and December 31, 2023.

¢ Entries must be received by no later than 11:59 p.m. January 30, 2024.

* Entries can be uploaded via WeTransfer.

* No digital alterations of photographs are permitted.

¢ All photos submitted may not be resubmitted in any other competition year.

* Entries must be JPEG images of published or unpublished work. NO PRINTS or SLIDES.

* One image for each category (except Picture Story/Series)

 Up to 10 images for the Picture Story/Series. The Picture Story/Series will count as a single entry.
Individual photos from Picture Story/Series cannot be entered separately in another category.

® Each entry must be the work of a single photographer.

¢ All entries should be at least 200 DPI resolution, with the longest dimension not exceeding 10 inches.

e Caption information should be included under “File Info” category in Photoshop.

¢ Slug each image with YOUR INITIALS and CATEGORY. Example: rm.news.jpg
Additionally, include a number for each photo in your photo essay.
